3. QUALIFICATIONS AND OFFICES AVAILABLE Ð Fall 2008 
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1. In order to become a member of the Senate, a candidate must be at the 

time of filing for election, in good standing at California State University, 
Northridge, as certified by the Office of the Registrar, and must remain in 
good standing during his/her tenure in office.  A candidate must meet 
and maintain the minimum academic requirements stipulated in current 
directive(s) from the Office of the Chancellor.   

 
2. New Students and transfer students shall be in good standing with the 

Office of the Registrar upon entrance to California State University, 
Northridge in order to apply for Associated Students Offices.  (A Senator 
must be a regular member during his/her tenure in office as certified by 
the Office of the Registrar.)  Senators must carry a minimum of six (6) 
units, certified by the Office of the Registrar.  Each Senator must comply 
with additional academic qualifications for his/her respective office as 
prescribed in the A.S. Bylaws and current directive(s) from the Office of 
the Chancellor. 

 
 
GRADUATE DI VI SION SENATOR 
 
In order to seek election for the Office of Graduate Division Senator, a student 
must have a Baccalaureate Degree and be in good standing as certified by the 
Office of the Registrar. 
 
AT LARGE SENATOR (2 SEATS AVAI LABLE) 
 
At-Large Senators – In order to seek election for the office of At-Large Senator, a 
lower division student must have completed no more than fifty-nine (59) units of 
college work, or an upper division student no less than sixty (60) or more units, 
but not have graduated, at the time of taking office., or (if a graduate student), 
must have a Baccalaureate Degree and be in good standing as certified by the 
Office of the Registrar.  PLEASE NOTE Ð Al l  candidates who f i le for ÒAt Large 
SenatorÓ wi l l  run against one another WI THOUT REGARDS TO SLATE.  The 
two candidates who receive the greatest number of  votes for At-Large Senator 
w i l l  be declared the w inners of  the two available seats.) 
 
UPPER DI VI SION SENATOR 
 
In order to seek election for the Office of Upper Division Senator, a student must 
have completed sixty (60) or more units, but not have graduated, at the time of 
taking office. 
 
LOWER DI VISI ON SENATOR  
In order to seek election for the Office of Lower Division Senator, a student must 
have completed no more than fifty-nine (59) units of college work when taking 
office. 
 
SENATOR FOR AN A CADEMI C COLLEGE  
(Note – the term “College” replaces previous language referring to Academic School – i.e. School of Science and Math, 
etc.) 
 
In order to seek election for the Office of Senator of an Academic College, a 
student must have completed at least twenty-four (24) units of college work 
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before taking office and shall be certified as a specific major within that academic 
College, having successfully completed at least nine (9) units within that school, 
except for the School of Education.  The Senator of the College of Education shall 
have been admitted to that school previously.

TERM OF OFFICE:  
 
The term of office for the Senators elected during the Fall shall be from the first 
day following the end of the Fall semester, to and including, the last day of the 
following Fall Semester. 
 

* Lower Division Senators may exceed the maximum unit limit during 
their term of office. 

 
** Upper Division Senators may enter Graduate School during their terms 
of office. 

 
 
As a Senator you will be in charge of passing laws that directly affect students at CSUN, 
as well as allocating money from a six and a half million dollar budget to various 
programs and organizations. 
 
Benefits of being a Senator are $100 to $200 bi-weekly stipend, free membership to the 
Fitness Center, and priority registration.
