The problems were detected at 10:45.m. on Tuesday, April 8t and he
recommended shot down the system and going back to paper ballot.

If run -off elections may happen, he said that full testing will be done at the Matador
Square on April 1st; he wants to do the testing in an open and transparent way. He
cannot guarantee the system will run perfectly, but they (IT) have already identified
the problems and issues of online voting.
